Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Pelletier at 6:00 P.M.

Roll call was taken and a quorum was established.

Add:   VI.  Approval of Minutes 1-20-15

Greg Westgate moved to place the minutes from the last meeting on the Agenda.  Second by Jeff Close.  Motion carried; 4-0.

I. Update Regarding Florida Tracks and Trails proposal and Site
Barry Williams gave an update on Florida Track and Trails.  He said talks have come to a stalemate. The PAR Department will go before the BCC to reject Florida Track and Trails’ proposal provided.
Steve Carnell explained what the County proposed and the events that followed
and lead up to a meeting cancelled on March 31, 2015, 

It was noted the Florida Track and Trails on Friday, Saturday and Sundays to ATV riders.  

II. Possible Alternatives within Collier County
Steve Carnell reported an option would be purchasing land north of Collier County and a few roads north of I75.  
Toni Mott spoke about purchasing larger parcels of land.  There are 683 parcels of 5 acre tracks to buy separate, contingent on all closing.  She said she did not have time to map out 8 square miles for approximately $22 million, if all was purchased.  Some variables would be neighbors, zoning, habitant and permitting.  

Discussion was made on the size of the parcel required, acreage that could be used and the criteria on safety, security and air pad.  It was determined that 640 acres would be a minimum.
William Scott stated Florida Track and Trail have one way tracks.
Jeff Close noted organized trail system takes up more land.
Discussion continued on leasing instead of buying, working with the Seminole Tribe, partnering with other PAR locations interested in ATV riders.
Barry Williams reached out to Bonita Springs and Fort Myers and they were not seeking anything like this.  He indicated the BCC gave permission to look outside of Collier County.  There is $3 million dollars earmarked for this project.
III. Possible Alternatives Outside of Collier County
Staff distributed a Collier County ATV Site Property Available Analysis dated December 19, 2012.  (See attached)
Steve Carnell noted previous alternatives including leasing the property.
Chairman Pelletier stated 1 way track is a safer than a two way.  He noted opening and closing trails could make it seem like a different trail.  
It was noted Lehigh Acres has dry acreage.

Steve Carnell stated the Committee could go back and do a negotiation, buy some time.  He provided a list of existing ATV sites outside of Collier County.

PAR will reach out to a correctional facility currently being using for military training. The property location was just across the County line.

Polk County is managing an ATV park.  
The Committee was not opposed to looking out of the County and seeking a smaller sized property.

Jeff Close did not want to go smaller unless there was a possibility to expand.
