New Business

A.   Policy on Community Events on County Property

  Staff distributed and reviewed a draft on Land Development Code and a draft   

  of Amendments Request and Community Events on County property.   (See 

  attached)
  On February 10, 2015 the BCC directed Staff to amend the Land   

  Development Code to allow temporary events on Collier County parks and  

  facilities.
  Mike Bosi explained the amendment process and clarified DSAC   

  proposed the following language or language of similar intention, which    

  outlines the new options for approval of a temporary event on County 
  property.  He read into record:
 A temporary use permit shall not be required.  In the event an applicant wishes to vary from the terms and conditions of the standardized Board approved agreement, or in such cases where, due to unique circumstances, Staff feels that it is warranted, approval of an event specific agreement by the Board shall be required.  Signage for temporary events on Collier County properly shall comply with LDC section 5.04.05 Temporary Signs.
Barry Williams confirmed the GGCC was in compliance with signage.

Steve Carnell stated the policy defines:

· ’Farmers Market” as a community event intended to build social networking within a local community by providing farm, food and specialty vendors with the majority of vendors to sell fresh produce, prepared food and homemade goods directly to the community.

· “Recurring Community Event” as an event conducted by the same applicant (or contractor) on County property five or more times over a period of 12 month period.



       He reviewed the “Duties of the Event Manager.”
 Discussion was ensued on the 12 month time limit and to publicly advertising  

 to allow competition to have the opportunity to make a presentations.

 The Advisory Board expressed concerns:

· “Recurring Community Event” approval should be at the Advisory 
Board level.

Barry Williams noted the BCC takes into consideration all Advisory Board recommendations.  He also suggested the Advisory Board make a longer time limit recommendation.

· Were raised on the limitations over the ability to sell beer at events.
Barry Williams responded “no.”

· It was suggested to “can the whole market”   It was noted the “Farmers Markets” ruin the ambiance of County parks and there are plenty of empty property to be utilized.

B.  Month to Date Budget – Year to Date

               Staff distributed and reviewed the Golden Gate Community Center Fund 130 Budget/ Year to Date Report.  (See attached)


Vickie Wilson reported a $28,000 shortfall due to Ad Valorem taxes and Special Events.  She indicated changes were being put into effect.


The Advisory Board made some suggestions, such as; outsourcing, MOUs and partnerships.
