  VII.
New Business 
A.   2015-2016 Budget Update/Millage Rate
Staff provided a copy of the Golden Gate Community Center Fund 130 Budget Year 2015-2016 pages presented to BCC.  (See attached)


Barry Williams reported on June 1 taxable values were announced.

               He asked the Advisory Board to approve the Budget as presented to take before the BCC.


Ed Finn distributed the Collier County Government Fiscal Year 2015 Requested Budget, Public Services Department, Parks and Recreation Division for Golden Gate Community Center (130.)  He explained this document was materially the same as was distributed earlier.  The document included the most recent informational taxable value.


He explained each year the millage rate is reviewed by the MSTU and the Advisory Board makes recommendations.  The Budget provided is “Millage Neutral” has the same millage rate, 7% increase in tax dollars (Ad Valorem.)

James Klug III arrived at 6:24 P.M.

He recommended no millage rate increase.  He noted the Carry Forward was more than anticipated.


Barry Williams indicated this would have the money for air conditioning and roof repairs.  

Chairman Tuff stated the Staff was unable to find a previous maintenance schedule.  She suggested creating a new one.  


Barry Williams responded Facilities Management had the schedule and noted the recession did not allow following the schedule.  


Vice Chair Klug III asked if there were any other items beside the roof and air conditioning to consider.  

Ed Finn responded they are taking things in consideration but he had not completed his revision on it yet.  He will have Facilities Management take another look at that. 

Vice Chair Klug III voiced concern on revamping playground and indicated it should be looked at as part of planning and revision, such as playground surface.

Barry Williams stated the MSTU would not use reserves for the playground.


He said the playground equipment is not PAR Radar.

  

       
Jeanine McPherson Hogle reported there is no increase to Center Fee Schedule but PAR will be fixing user categories to four instead of two.


Vice Chair Klug III moved to approve the revised Center Fee for Open Space Category Classes as presented.   Second by Peggy Harris.  Motion carried; 4-0. 


Bill Arthur moved to approve a Millage Neutral Rate.  Second by Vice Chair Klug III.  Motion carried; 4-0.

Nick Roberts gave a brief update on resurfacing the BMX Track.  It took seven volunteers each eight hours to complete the task.  The Track will be resurfaced in the fall.  There will be no need to cover track with tarp with new surfacing.   
B. Proposed Revised Center Fee
