Call to Order:  Chairman Kaydee Tuff

Chairman Tuff called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Attendance-Establish a Quorum

Attendance was taken, with Quorum established.

Approval of Agenda

Ms. Tuff requested a motion to approve the agenda.  Mr. Klug made a motion to 
approve the agenda.  Ms. Hanson seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the

Ms. Tuff requested a motion to approve the previous meeting minutes.  Mr. Klug made a 
motion to approve the minutes.  Ms. Tuff seconded the motion.  All were in favor 
and the 
previous minutes were approved. 

V.  
Public Comments


Mr. Skip Hagar, President of the Naples Knights Lions Club, expressed an interest in his 
organization initiating and maintaining the Community Center garden beds for families in 
Golden Gate City interested in growing vegetables for their families. In the past, the beds 
had been rented to families for $20/bed/year. There was a question as to whether a list of 
original renters was available. If not available, Mr. Hagar offered to advertise this 
opportunity at two local farmers markets to gauge public interest. Ms. Tuff provided 
some history as to the prior renters; while the intent had been to offer the garden beds to 
Golden Gate City residents first, due to low participation at the time, the beds were then 
offered for rent to other Collier County residents. Mr. Hagar expressed an interest in 
moving forward with the project as soon as possible due to the planting season already 
having commenced one month prior, and asked the permission of the Board to begin 
gauging public interest in the project, using signage and sign-up sheets at the farmer’s 
markets.  
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Ms. Hanson inquired as to how many garden beds are available, and the answer was that there are 29 beds available for rent. 
Mr. Klug pointed out that the GGCC Advisory Board would be required to formally present the project to the Board of County Commissioners, and there was a question as to what, if any, contract would be required. Mr. Arthur stated that in the past, the Commissioners required the project be overseen by a non-profit organization.

Mr. Bretzmann stated that advertising and sign-up sheets would show proper due diligence and reinforce public interest in the project to the County Commissioners. 

Ms. Hanson offered to make contact with Golden Gate High School Green Club with regard to involving the students in a volunteer capacity with the garden project. Ms. Tuff also pointed out possible assistance from a home school group at the GGCC, consisting of approximately 10 families, who had previously expressed interest in the garden project.
Ms. Tuff stated the GGCC maintenance team had offered their services in helping to maintain the garden. 

Ms. Tuff requested a motion to approve the Lions Club to have access to the garden, measure public interest, and to oversee the initiation and maintenance of the garden project. 

Mr. Klug expressed a concern of conflict of interest in voting on this proposal, as he and Mr. Arthur are active members of the Naples Knights Lions Club. 

Ms.  Tuff made a motion to allow the Naples Knights Lions Club members access to the garden, while gauging public interest in the garden project.  Motion seconded by Ms. Hanson.  All were in favor. Motion carried. 

NOTE:  As active Naples Knights Lions Club members, Mr. Klug and Mr. Arthur abstained from the vote.

The Community Center Halloween event was deemed a success, with approximately 592 
attendees, yielding $1000+ profit.

The County Commissioners were previously petitioned by members of the Golden Gate 
community to allow the farmers market to operate year round, which has been approved.  
Applications are being accepted for an individual to oversee this process, which will be 
reviewed and approved by the GGCC Advisory Board.
